SCIENCE MEAP Update
The new science MEAP test based upon the K–7 Grade Level Content Expectations (December 2007) and the Clarification Documents (January 2009) will be administered for the first time in the fall of 2010 to 5th and 8th grade students. The 5th grade MEAP will be based only on grades 2 – 4 GLCEs, and not K and 1st grade. The 8th grade MEAP will be based on grades 5–7 GLCEs. October 21, 2010 is the initial test date for the 5th and 8th grade science MEAP assessments. Due to lack of funding, no actual items will be released from any of the tests starting in 2009 and continuing until further notice.

The deadline to submit applications for the Toyota TAPESTRY Grants for Science Teachers program is fast approaching. K - 12 science teachers with innovative project ideas that enhance science education in their school and/or school district are encouraged to apply. Fifty large grants and a minimum of 20 mini-grants totaling $550,000 will be awarded this year. Individual science teachers or a team of up to five teachers can submit proposals in one of three categories: physical science application; environmental science education; and integrating literacy and science. Additionally, all awardees will receive a $500 stipend to use for travel expenses or registration to attend the NSTA National Conference on Science Education in Philadelphia.
