Board will review applications and schedule interviews. 

Ingham ISD board members, as leaders of one of the largest regional education agencies 

in the state, adopt policies that guide the superintendent and district staff in providing quality 

educational services for all learners throughout the area. More specifically, the board members 

approve policies relating to career and technical, special and general education and the ISD’s 

operational programs; they ratify budgets that balance educational needs with fiscal realities; 

they oversee the maintenance and renovation of facilities; and they approve potential millage 

issues.
